To establish the proceduresfor administration of student activities and organizations.

[1. PROCEDURE:

A. The written constitution and bylaws of any school-sponsored student
organization shall be filed with the building principal.

B. The procedures for the selection or election of students in school-sponsored
student organizations having a limited membership shall be filed with the
Instruction and Learning Division. Changes to sdection and/or election
procedure must be submitted to the Instruction and Learning Division prior to
the beginning of the school term.

C. Examples of organizations which should ensure a percentage of minority
studentsare: cheerleading, drill teams, and student government. Athletic teams
arenot affected by thispaolicy.
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
